2008 Spring Outing

We’ve been working hard to ensure the best schedule for every tribe going to camp this year. If you haven’t noticed, the Mighty Arapahoe Nation has grown by leaps and bounds over the past five years, and we want to make room for everyone at camp. Below are all of the registration policies that will help ensure an easy process for everyone. 

We will not assign the camp that your tribe is attending until the week of your scheduled weekend. We’ll post your tribe name and camp location at the Neuse Sports Shop. 

We’ll not be accepting any cabin request unless it is for medical reasons (please no sudden ailments), or if your tribe won the $500 WeBuildPeople Pledge Contest.  With such a large group going to Sea Gull and Seafarer this year, we want to make sure that the numbers at camp are such that everyone gets to bunk with their tribe, and that the lines at the activities are as short as possible. 

We ask that only one member of the tribe come to the Y-Guides & Princesses Program Office to register everyone. To avoid any registration confusion, the tribe must pay in full and at the same time for everyone that is going on the trip. We would ask that each member write a separate check, instead of one check for the whole tribe.  You may also pay with a credit card (MC, Visa, & AMEX).  Any tribe that wishes to switch from their assigned weekend must pay in full, and receive approval from the YMCA Guides and Princesses Program Staff.  We are allowing 100 people to switch into each weekend except for the first year princesses weekend (April 25-27).  We cannot be held responsible for any checks that are sent through the mail or the YMCA branch-to-branch courier service. 

Spring Outing registration begins on Tuesday, January 22, 2008, and runs through Friday, March 14, 2008. Any registrations received after the March 14, 2008 deadline will incur a $20 late fee per pair. The cost of the trip is $110 per person, or $ 220 per pair.  Once again we accept cash, check, and credit cards (MC, Visa, & AMEX).  All dues must be paid before registering for the Spring Outing, or your tribes registration will not be processed.  All tribes must turn in a 2008 Spring Outing Registration Form with their payment, and Chief’s need to make sure that all dues are paid before your tribe goes to camp.   Remember that all third year tribes can design and build a raft for the annual Third Year Regatta. Race rules are posted on our website. 

2008 Spring Outing Refund Policy

The YMCA Guides and Princesses Program will refund the Spring Outing payment less a $25 processing fee, if registration for the 2008 Spring Outing is cancelled one week prior to the tribe’s scheduled weekend.  Any refund requests after the one week deadline will incur a $25 processing fee plus the cost of food ($40 per person) for each participant.  There will be no refunds for the 2008 Spring Outing if the registration is cancelled on the Friday of the assigned weekend or after the assigned weekend.

2008 Spring Outing Commonly Asked Questions

When should I arrive?

Big Braves should arrive at camp AFTER 5pm on Friday and before 9pm to facilitate unpacking.  We will have an orientation/ice cream social at 9 p.m. Friday evening (If you arrive after 10pm, please be courteous to the others around you by unpacking your cars in the morning.)

If I am on the Longbow Council, when do I arrive?

All Longbow Council members may arrive at camp at 12:00 p.m. of their assigned weekend.  We will have a Longbow Council lunch meeting at noon on the side porch of the Camp Seafarer mess hall.  Please report to Camp Seafarer at noon even if your assigned camp is at Sea Gull.

How far is it to camp?

It is approximately 150 miles from Raleigh to camp.  Without a stop, it takes about three hours to drive from downtown Raleigh to camp.  

When and where can I get my cabin & camp assignment?

We will have the cabin assignments posted at the Neuse Sports Shop in Kinston on Friday afternoon.  This is a great halfway stopping point.  If you don’t take a pit stop there, assignments will be available when you check in.  They will posted on the website the Wednesday prior to your weekend as well (www.arapahoe-nation.org).  

Where should I park?

After Big Braves unload cars, please move your vehicles to the designated parking area at camp.  (Camp doesn’t look much like camp with cars all over it!)

What about the Campfire?

The campfire will begin at approximately 8:15pm Saturday evening at Camp Sea Gull.  Please wait for an announcement over the PA and the lighting of the torches before making your way to the campfire.  Please keep flashlights off during campfire so there will be fewer distractions.

Do we need torches?

Two father/child pairs may represent your tribe at the torch walk.  Your tribe will need to provide them with torches and rolls of toilet paper to burn, camp will provide the kerosene.

Should we bring our tribal gear?

Your tribe should bring your Indian regalia to wear to dinner and the campfire on Saturday night.  You should also bring any standards, tom-toms, or totem poles to display on your cabin porch.  This is a great way to share ideas.

How could my family get in touch with us while we are there?

Is there medical staff around?

Both camps will have a nurse and a doctor available at their respective health centers.  

What about our Friday and Saturday devotions?

We recommend that each tribe have a devotional period at the end of the day.  This is a great time of reflection and will help you end the day on a great note.  We will assist you by providing devotion ideas in the cabins to assist you.  

What should I make sure to bring?

Bedding or sleeping bags (sheets, blankets – cabins are not winterized)*, pillow, toilet articles, flashlight, informal clothing, swim suit, sweater or light jacket for campfire, tennis shoes, snacks, drinks, and a flashlight.

*Children sleeping on top bunks should use sheets and blankets instead of sleeping bags.    

What else can I bring?

You may choose to bring lawn chairs (not for the campfire), fishing equipment, bicycles, Frisbees, tennis equipment, board games, and earplugs, etc.  

What should I leave at home?
We ask that you not bring firearms, boats, fireworks, recreational vehicles, pets, or alcoholic beverages.  
Directions to the Camps

Seafarer

Take 70 East to New Bern.  Take Exit 417 (New Bern/Washington) across the new bridge.  Follow signs to Bayboro, 55 East.  Follow Hwy 55 East approximately 12 miles to a traffic light, which is in Grantsboro.  At this intersection, take a right onto NC 306 South.  Follow NC 306 about 8 miles.  You will come to an intersection in Arapahoe with a Realty office on the left.  Turn right onto Seafarer Road.  There are two bends in Seafarer road, bear to the left at each bend.  This road ends at the entrance to Seafarer. 

Sea Gull

Take 70 East to New Bern. Take Exit 417 (New Bern/Washington) across the new bridge.  Follow signs to Bayboro, 55 East.  Follow Hwy 55 East approximately 12 miles to a traffic light, which is in Grantsboro.  At this intersection, turn right onto NC 306 South.  Continue down 306 (about 12 miles from your turn in Grantsboro) until you reach the Minnesott Beach community.  The entrance to Sea Gull is on the left marked by a huge white anchor.  The entrance will be marked with signs to assist you with arrival.
