* Afternoon excursion will include choice of deep-sea fishing or sailing on a 72’ foot gaff-rigged schooner.  
Enrollment numbers will determine what options are offered (25 people or less signed up, everyone sails /  
26-50 people signed up, everyone fishes / over 50 people signed up, both options offered) 
 
HELPFUL HINTS: 

• Please be on time.  We are on a schedule. 
• Please be flexible, especially in the event of inclement weather. 
• All fishing equipment will be provided. 
• While at the Outpost: 

o Please no food or drink inside the houses 
o Keep gates closed at all times while inside 
o Please help us keep the Outpost clean by picking up your trash and sweeping your area 

• Bring sunscreen and clothing according to the weather. 
• The menus at the restaurants are fixed, providing you with several choices.  Any extras will be your 

responsibility.  
• No refunds will be given 2 weeks prior to trip.  If the entire excursion is cancelled, refunds will be issued. 

 
DIRECTIONS TO THE SEA GULL / SEAFARER OUTPOST (approx. 3 hours driving time from Raleigh): 

• Follow US 70 thru New Bern, Havelock and into Morehead City 
• US 70 turns in to Arendell Street 
• Once you arrive in Morehead, look for 5th Street on your right (there’s a Sanitary sign on the corner) 
• Turn right on 5th street and go 1 block to Evans Street and turn left 
• The Outpost will be the 2nd building on your left
